Cork to Galway

After a hearty breakfast, we are off to
one of Cork’s most beloved spots. The
English Market, an indoor food market in
the city center, is considered one of the
best-covered markets in the entire UK and
Ireland. The origins of the English Market
trace back to the times of King James | in
1610, some four hundred years previously
and has been officially trading since 1788.
